An overview

Nestled in a bend of the River Wye, the soothing sound of the
bubbling water quickly calms the busiest of minds. From dawn chorus
to sunset, the full height windows picture frame the ever changing
scenery of the river bank, you may even glimpse otters playing in the
shallows.

This cosy cabin has been thoughtfully designed inside and out with an
expertly finished, contemporary interior and a softly lit, private patio

area. Lower the bed from the cupboard and it instantly transforms the
room into a sumptuous bedroom with a warming log burner at the

end of your bed. We think it®s o
difficult to resist on a rainy afternoon.

Home truths

Life here is compact, one room living but every space designed for
absolute comfort.

Cooking in the small but thoroughly modern kitchen is with a two
burner ceramic hob and combination microwave oven.

Hafod Glan Gwyis along a driveway off the main
street that runs through the small village of
Boughroodjust off the A470 between Brecon and
BuilthWells, about 7 miles south west of Hay on
Wye.

Our recommended approach

The best way to get to Wales is to go over the M4 toll bridge (£5.50) to
J24. Take the A449 north for 12.7 miles and then turn onto the A40.
Follow the A40 for 28 miles all the way to Brecon. When you get to
Brecon, take the A40 around Brecon, follow signs fbergavenny

and Crickhowell Just 2.4 miles later you come to a large roundabout
and you get back on the A470 following signs to Hay on Wye.

After about 4 miles you go througFkelinFach TheFelinFachGriffin

will be on your left. Make a note of it because it is a lovely pub and

1.9 miles after that you need to look out for a left turn. The turn

actually keeps you on the A470 and will be signed tdyswen Do n ®t
panic if you miss the turn just stay on this road (A438) pBsonllys

and then pick up the A479 talyswen AfterLlysweny o u ®1 | see
End Inn on the right, turn right just after it, over the bridge and you are
in Boughroodvillage.

When you arrive

You can either park your car at the top of the shingle drive and walk
down the hill to the lodge or if you need to unload your bags, drive

Living room/kitchen

The lodge comprises a main open plan living area and a separate
shower room and is surprisingly roomy for two people. The living area
has a dining table and chairs, cosy sofa and armchair all clustered
round the charming log burner. Across the whole of the front of this
area are full height windows looking out onto the river. These
windows can be opened up if the weather is suitable and if not the
blinds and curtains can be drawn to make it extra cosy.

The kitchen is also in the main living area. It is a modern fitted kitchen
with all the equipment, crockery and cutlery you need. There is a sink,
two burner electric hob, a microwave convection oven and a fridge
with ice box.

When you arrive there will b&esh milk, freshly baked bread &
welsh butter, roast & ground coffee, olive oil and sea salt & pepper.

There will betea towels, kitchen roll and washing up liquid so you
don®t need to bring anything othe

Bathroom

Very modern and expertly finished with basin, toilet and power
shower enclosure. All youiowels are included and will be in the
bathroom together withyour Sheepskin bathrobes.



The things you want to know

Bedroom

When it ®s -asiHaie GlangGwy ebceudages it to be at any
time of the day- just open the cupboard doors and a double bed pulls
down easily into the room. The bed will be made up complete with
soft cotton sheets, warm welsh blanket and huge faux fur
bedspread. The bedspread is particularly nice f@osyingup on a

rainy Saturday afternoon or on the sofa in front of the log burner
watching as the last bit of sun disappear in the evenings. When you
are ready to leave your bed, which again is allowed to be any time of
the day, just put the bed back in the cupboard.

Entertainment

Every Sheepskin cottage is equipped wittB&W Zeppelin iPod
docking station so all you need to bring is your iPod. There is also a
small, flat screen TV and DVD playein the main living area.

Heating

The heating is from electric wall heaters and because the lodge is
insulated and wooden, it warms up very quickly after switching them
on.

Log burner and log supply

The log burner is easy to light, just place some paper and or a fire
lighter in the base, add some kindling in a rough wigwam shape
around the paper. Light the paper and as soon as it is burning, close
the door. When the kindling wood starts to make embers slowly add
larger logs but always keep the door closed. It is perfectly safe to
leave it burning down at night so you can climb into bed and leave the
burner going. A generoussupply of logs will be included but if you
need more then speak to Sally or
right direction.



The things you want to know

Patio

If the weather is fine, breakfast on the patio is a real treat. We think
it®s best at night though. The ar
spot lights makes it very atmospheric.

Mobile phones and internet

Reception is weak and inconsistent at the lodge depending on your
network but walk up the drive and back onto the road that runs
through the village and you should be able to get a signal.

There areno internet facilities at Hafod Glan Gwy.
Cash machines

The nearest cash machine is a HSBC and Barclays is in Hay on Wye 7
miles north east on the B4350. All the main banks are in Brecon 9
miles south west on the A470 and there is a Barclays, HSBC and Nat
West inBuilthWells 11 miles north west on the A470.

Shopping for essentials

For emergency provisions closer to the lodge there is a pretty good
store attached to the petrol station iBronllys It seems to open at
strange times but is worth a try. 4 miles

There is aCo-op in Talgarth on The Square. LD3 0BW, 4.5 miles and
another inHay on Wye on Newport St. HR3 5BZ. 8 miles

There is a bigMorrisons in Breconin the large car park behind the
main streets open 8ant 8pm every day except Sunday when its
10am?2 4pm. 10 miles

Nearest petrol

In Glasbury, 3.7 miles andBronllys 3.1 miles but both these can be

shut in the evenings and Sundays, thévorrisons petrol station,
